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The club made a great start towards preparing for a new
future at the first Setting the Course workshop on April 4th.

Under the skilled guidance of facilitator John Kum nick of the
Rotary Club of Manningham, there was universal
participation in the discussions and a consensus emerged on
a number of topics.

President Carol started the formal sessions with an address
which reminded members of the mission of Rotary and the
considerable contribution the Rotary Club of Glenferrie has
made to the local community over the past 40+ years. The
mission of Rotary is to provide service to others, to promote
integrity, advance world understanding, goodwill and peace
through the fellowship of business, professional and
community leaders. President Carol listed the considerable
achievements of the club since its charter in 1975, including
the Boroondara Farmers Market, the Boroondara Family
Network, the Hawthorn Men's Shed and the considerable
financial contribution to the Rotary Foundation over the

period.

But in the words of founder Paul Harris, Rotary:

".... Is not an organisation for retrospection. It is rather one
whose worth and purpose lie in future activity rather than
past perform ance".

Consensus emerged through the workshop that new energy
and strategies are required to:

9 Increase club membership and improve age, gender
cultural and vocational diversity .

Increase the number of quality service projects
Improve the communication wit hin the club and with
the local community to increase awareness of the
purpose and value of Rotary.

1 Better develop leaders, in the club and beyond.
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The second session on April 11th willfocus on developing key
actions towards achievement of the identified objectives. Be
there to contribute if you can - your views are critical to
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On March 28th we were privileged to
have Jenny Yates as our guest speaker",g'
accompanied by her husband Mark.

Jenny spoke to us about her experience with
domestic violence from the time she was a little
girl until much later in her life. She told us how

she and her brother saw their father abuse and
mistreat their mother in all sor ts of terrible
ways T physically, financially and emotionally.

She said that knowing no other ways that
families lived, she thought at the time that what
she was seeing in her home was normal.

Jenny told us that alcohol was involved but it
was not the primary caus e of h e
behaviour. She then went on to tell us that her
brother (even though he had seen the treatment
of his mother by his father) started being
similarly violent to her and other people in his
late teenage years and later. His behaiour was
made worse when he associated with the wrong
kind of peopl e i n hi
consumed alcohol. Jenny in her first marriage
experienced the same sort of domestic violence
as had her mother.

From a certain point in her life she started
keeping notes as to what happened. These
became the starting p
Vine Bleedso published
degree at Deakin University at 69 and while
there did studies that helped her write her book.

Out of her talk several key points were:
1. The resilience and strength of the human
spirit to overcame adversity
2. Domestic violence behaviour can be passed
from generation to generation
3. The community has an enormous problem to
overcome
4. People experiencing domestic violence lose
an enormous amount of time in their lives that
otherwise would have been productive and
enhanced their lives.
