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The financial abuse
of older people is a
significant and
growing problem

in the Australian
community.

Defined as "the illegal or improper use of a
person's finances or property by another person
with whom they have a relationship implying

trust”, it is estimated that up to 5% of people over
65 years of age are victims. However the real
extent of this form of abuse maybe much higher,
as it is believed to be significantly under reported.
According to , financial
abuse is the predominant form of elder abuse
referred to them.

The most common victims of financial abuse are
older women, left alone perhaps after the death of
a spouse. The most common perpetrators of the
abuse are their adult children, especially adult
sons. Abuse often starts out as a genuine offer to
help, only becoming abusive & a later stage.
According to Senior Rights Victoria, the most
frequently encountered scenarios are those
described as 'assets for care' scenarios, where the
older person gives up property or other assets in
exchange for promises of care, care which doesn'
eventuate, or which is withdrawn after a period of
time, leaving the older person without assets,
without care and without help.

Research by Monash University, funded by State
Trustees, showed that a 'sense of entittement' was
often present when older people suffered
financial abuse at the hands of their children. In
what has been described as ‘inheritance
impatience', perpetrators often rationalised
separating the older person from their property
by saying "it was going to be mine anyway; | just
need it now".

Financial abuse of older people can result in
devastating loss for the older person, it can
destroy families and it results in increased costs
to the community and to the taxpayer. There is
both a human and economic cost to the abuse.
