A quick update on the Timor Project. A meeting was held
on 19th December 2017 to discuss how the Timor
Consortium Project of 6 Rotary clubs will operate. Based on
discussions and general agreement, thefollowing points
were agreed and noted:

A Timor Leste project is a project of the Consortium
as a whole and not of any individual Rotary Club.

A Consortium Committee be set up comprising one
representative (and one proxy) from each of the
participating Clubs.

Vijay and John from Rotary Club of Camberwell
will carry out the management of the project and a
new bank account in the name of the "Timor Rotary
Consortium" will be setup in accordance with the
requirements of The Rotary Foundation.

Global Grant Application to be submitted on -line and all
all member Clubs of the Consortium deposit their
promised financial contributions totalling $72,000 AUD
into this fund by 28th February 2018, as follows: -

RC Camberwell: $25,000
RC Glenferrie: $12,000
RC Malvern: $10,000
RC Prahran: $10,000
RC Chadstone East Malvern: $10,000
RC Hawthorn: $ 5,000

This project will be registered with RAWCS and the first
team visit to Timor Lester is scheduled for second week of
June 2018. The planned first Team visit will proceed
irrespective of whether a decision on the Global Grant
Application has been received from The Rotary Foundation
or not. To that extent, there is an opportunity for Glenferrie
members to travel to Baguia in June 2018 and we are
calling for interested members to put forward their names
as potential volunteers with a brief note of what (if any)
handyman/building or other skills they may possess.
