@ Plant a Tree Day

An enthusiastic bunch of Glenferrie Rotarians and
friends ventured out on Sunday April 15th to plant
trees as part of the Rotary International Plant -a-
Tree program. The program aims to plant one tree
for every one of the 1.3 million Rotarians
worldwide before Earth Day 2018 (April 22nd),
and is the inspiration of RI President 2017-2018
lan Riseley, an Australian.

The Glenferriens planted 50 trees and 350 shrubs
and grasses in a twehour blitz at the beautiful
Westgate Park in Port Melbourne, finishing it off
with a welcome bbq and cold drink by the lake.

Everyone agreed it was much too much fun. Will
have to do it again! Thank you to everyone who
took part. Congratulations and thanks to Teresa
Liu and Gary Stoneham for pulling it all together,
and specid thanks to Tony Flude and volunteers
from the Friends of Westgate Park, who taught us
all a thing or two about planting trees!
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The East Timor water project is getting some good traction and is
moving ahead at a good speed. Below is an update based on the
recent return of Vijay Susarla and John Walmsley from their
separate 4 weeks overseas trips

The project has been registered vith RAWCS with a scope that
includes the purchase and installation of 29 water tanks and 5 toilet
buildings (each with 3 cubicles). The Project is expected to be
carried out in stages by five teams of Volunteers at 6 monthly
intervals over the next two and a half years with the first team
scheduled to depart under the leadership of John Walmsley on the
30th May 2018 and return on the 14th June.

The schedule for the purchase of the 29 water tanks (and possibly 5
three cubicle toilets) is as follows:-

The Global Grant application was lodged with the Rotary

Foundation (TRF) in February. A key requirement is that the
project be sustainable and in that regard, the Rotary Foundation
now requires water sanitation projects to incorporate a WASH
(Water, Sanitation and Hygiene) Training program. The
Consortium has now teamed up with the Timor Foundation ,
headed by Past President of Timor Leste and Nobel Prize winner
Dr. José RamosHorta. The Timor Foundation has considerable
experience in this area.

Team 1 isscheduled to depart on 30th May and Camberwell Rotary
(being a sponsor Club) has scheduled a get together as a 'send off' to
Team 1 (with a short presentation by the Team) as part of their
regular meeting on Wed. 23rd May 2018 at 6 for 6:30PM. Chamil
Fernando will be attending the event on behalf of our club.
