BOARD MEETING REPORTOBER 9TH 2018&

Changes Heralded for Year Ahead

The club Board on October 9th decided upon on a number of initiatives aimed at
Improving meeting attendance, attracting new members and enhancing the experience of
being a member ofthe Rotary Club of Glenferrie. Key decisions made were:

1 A key focus for the club is to hold membership fees down. Tight control of club
administration costs will continue. The clubs Accounting Policy was re -affirmed.

1 Subject to confirmation at the November board meeting, the board is favourably
viewing a proposal to move to just three meetings a month at Kooyong,
commencing with calendar year 2019. The first Tuesday of each monthwould be an
‘optional’ get together for those who would still like to congregate. More later.

The club will adopt a 'Family Membership' category. Family membership will
include a spouse/partner and children at an additional membership sub of $50

The free meeting raffle will continue, but the weekly wine prize will be aban doned
in favour of a monthly prize. The prize will be a voucher entitling the holder to
attend a Kooyong Dinner Meeting free. (Value $38)

Recognising that the working with children requirements delay the membership
application process for new members, it was agreed that new member applicants
will be admitted to ‘Interim Membership* without having completed the Working
with Children check. They will be given two months to complete that process, and
will not be formally inducted until the Working With Child ren requirements are
completed in accordance with club policy. The current application process
incorporating the Rotary Youth Declaration 'Form 3' remains a pre -requisite for
consideration for membership.
